How to Apply for an Assisted Place:

1. Request an application form to apply for an assisted place from the nursery, the General Office or the website.

2. Complete the details requested on the form.

3. Take your completed form to the nursery or the General Office along with evidence of your benefit entitlement.  A member of staff will take a photocopy of your evidence and verify that they have seen the original documentation.  Please could you provide details in the space below why you are applying for an assisted place and details of a professional who is able to support your application.

When your application is received, the nursery manager will check the application form and the information given and will add any additional relevant information to support your application, before sending it to the CEO at Head Office who will consider the application.

You will be informed of the decision made.
Useful Information:

York Childcare is committed to ensuring that we are directing our charitable funding to support the families who need it most.  We are required by Charity Law to make sure that we are not funding places which can be funded by other means, such as Tax / Universal Credits.
We therefore require families to reapply for assisted places on a termly basis in advance of their commencement; i.e. in July/August for the Autumn Term, in December for the Spring Term and in March/April for the Summer Term.

Once children reach the age of 3 there is government funding available to provide nursery care for 15 hours a week.  Home-cooked 2-course dinners are still available to children in funded places at a cost of £5.75 per day.
